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CFO Summary 2009/10

This financial year’s loss of 
($244k) is reflective of a 

recessional year and is the first 
loss in five years that Parents Inc. 
has reported. The major reason for 

this loss is due to a lower building 
donation as a result of empty tenant space 

($180k). This is a one-off loss and the Parenting 
with Confidence Charitable Trust has succeeded in obtaining 
new long term leases so we expect to return to profit next year 
due to this. You will also notice a drop in fees and book sales. 
Again, this is reflective of the recession affecting disposable 
income.

Operating Revenue $1.344M
Fees include presentation fees paid by schools for Attitude 
presentations and participant fees for attending Toolbox 
parenting groups, Hot Tips seminars and No Sweat Parenting 
events. Book sales include all book sales made over the 
website, at a seminar or in The Parenting Place shop. 
Parenting magazine sales include all subscriber and retail 
sales. Advertising revenue reflects all advertising sold in the 
Parenting magazine. Cafe as well as workshop sales include 
all cafe food and drink sales and workshop attendee fees 
for The Parenting Place. Interest received is interest earned 
on funds invested with ASB. Other Income includes Family 
Coach fees, royalties and promotional material sold for Hot 
Tips seminars.

Expenditure $3.953M
Our number one asset is our staff. It is also our largest cost 
as all our programmes rely on staff to present and develop 
them. We have 58 staff throughout New Zealand from 
Whangarei down to Invercargill. We continue to align with 
social service agencies in South Auckland, Waitakere City, 
Taranaki and Dunedin to extend our reach. Our Programme 
costs include all costs related to running a Hot Tips seminar, 
No Sweat Parenting event, or Toolbox parenting group. Book 
and magazine cost of sales reflects the cost of all books and 
magazines sold. We are continually investing in new book 
titles to sell. Cafe and workshop costs include all cafe food 
and drink costs and workshop speaker costs. Travel and 
vehicle are all travel costs incurred by staff travelling around 
New Zealand including petrol costs to run company vehicles. 
Office administration is all cleaning and miscellaneous office 
costs. Rental and operating leases includes all company car 
operating leases and rent for our Christchurch office and 
Auckland outside storage. Printing and design is for printing 
of department brochures, artwork upgrades to material and 

The Parenting Place timetables. Depreciation is the annual 
writing down of fixed assets in accordance with approved 
deprecation tax rates. Resource and development reflects our 
continued focus on new products eg. Attitude – Connected 
and Hardwired books/presentations and Toolbox – Tweens 
and Teens handbook. Information technology (IT) includes our 
IT support from Passion IT. Advertising is all media advertising 
for each department. Insurance is with NZI Insurance Ltd for 
motor vehicles, public liability, material damage and travel. 
Legal fees are provided by Bell Gully and Kemps Weir (pro 
bono). Audit fees are provided by Ernst Young (pro bono).

Funding Revenue $2.365M
As a not-for-profit, we are reliant on the generosity of our 
donors, sponsors and funders. In a difficult recession year, we 
are heartened by the increase in donations received this year. 
Community Education Grants is the funding received from 
Aoraki Polytechnic for participants who attend the Toolbox 
parenting group programme. Parenting with Confidence 
Charitable Trust donation reflects the rent received from 
other tenants located at 300 Great South Road, Greenlane, 
Auckland.

Balance Sheet – Net Assets $1.607M 
Down $244k this year
Total Assets of $3.147M is made up of cash, accounts 
receivables, inventory (books) and fixed assets. This is $445k 
down on last year due to lower accounts receivable (lower 
building donation) and less fixed assets.

Total Liabilities of $1.540M is made up of accounts payable 
and accruals, income paid in advance (sponsor income and 
seminar deposits paid in advance), allocated funding (funding 
tagged for projects and regional programme costs and 
participant subsidies), provision for holiday pay, GST and PAYE, 
and prepaid magazine subscriptions. This is $201k down on 
last year due to less accounts payable and prepaid income.

Summary
I believe that Parents Inc. is in a good financial position, with 
cash reserves of $1.309M, of which $1.240M is tagged for 
allocated projects or is income paid in advance. Our immediate 
goal is to return to profit next year.

Notes to the Special Purpose Financial Statements for the year 
ended 31 March 2010

1 STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTING 
POLICIES
REPORTING ENTITY:
Parents Incorporated (previously known as Parenting with 
Confidence Incorporated), referred here as the “Society”, 
is a Society registered under the Incorporated Societies Act 
1908. These special purpose financial statements have 
been prepared to show the operating results and financial 
position of the parent entity as a stand alone operation.

MEASUREMENT BASE:
The following accounting policies have been adopted in 
the preparation of the financial statements:
• The measurement base adopted is that of historical 

cost. 
• Accrual accounting is used to match revenues and 

expenditure.
• Reliance has been placed on the fact that the Society is 

a going concern.

CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES:
There have been no changes in accounting policies this 
year.

PARTICULAR ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

a) Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents in the statement of financial 
position comprise cash at bank and in hand and short-
term deposits with an original maturity of three months or 
less that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash 
and which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes 
in value.

b) Accounts receivable
Accounts receivable are stated at their net realisable value. 
No provision has been made for doubtful debts.

c) Goods and services tax
These accounts have been prepared on a GST exclusive 
basis.

d) Inventories
Inventories are recognised at the lower of cost, determined 

on a first-in first-out basis and net realisable value. Where 
inventories have been donated, these are included at fair 
value, with an equal amount recognised as donations. 
Inventories consist of finished goods only.

e) Property, Plant and Equipment
Property, Plant and Equipment are initially recorded at 
cost. Depreciation is provided on a straight line value 
basis on all tangible assets at rates assessed by the Society 
based on the useful life of the asset.

Office equipment	 10% to 60%
Leasehold improvements	 10% to 20%
Vehicles	 20%
Software	 40%

Any expenditure that increases the economic benefits 
derived from an asset is capitalised. Expenditure on repairs 
and maintenance that does not increase the economic 
benefits is expensed in the period it occurs. When an 
item of property, plant and equipment is disposed of, the 
difference between net disposal proceeds and the carrying 
amount is recognised as a gain or loss in the Statement of 
Financial Performance.

f) Impairment
If the recoverable amount of an asset is less than its 
carrying amount, the item is written down to its recoverable 
amount. The write down of an asset recorded at historical 
cost is recognised as an expense in the statement of 
financial performance.

The carrying amount of an asset that has previously been 
written down to recoverable amount is increased to its 
current recoverable amount if there has been a reversal of 
the impairment loss. The increased carrying amount of the 
item will not exceed the carrying amount that would have 
been determined if the write down to recoverable amount 
had not occurred. Reversals of impairment write downs 
are recognised in the statement of financial performance.

g) Accounts payable and accruals
Accounts payable and accurals are carried at amortised cost 
and due to their short term nature they are not discounted. 
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They represent liabilities for goods and services provided 
to the Society prior to the end of the financial year that 
are unpaid and arise when the Society becomes obliged to 
make future payments in respect of the purchase of these 
goods and services. The amounts are unsecured and are 
usually paid within 30 days of recognition.

h) Income in Advance
Income in advance is made up of Sponsor’s income which 
is invoiced in advance for the following quarter and 
deposits on future Hot Tips events. Income in advance is 
drawn down on a monthly basis during the term of the 
Sponsorship contract or when the Hot Tips event is held. 
Accounts receivable includes $100,000 of income in 
advance at balance date.

i) Allocated Funding
In the year ended 31 March 2010, substantial contributions 
were received for specific programmes and projects. In 
adherence to the matching concept, these donations 
are recognised as income in the period in which the 
expenditure is incurred.

j) Provisions
Provisions are recognised when the Society has a present 
obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event. 
It is probable that an outflow of resources embodying 
economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation 
and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the 
obligation.

k) Income Tax
The Society has been approved as a charitable organisation 
(CC10805) for income tax purposes and has no income tax 
liability.

l) Leases
The Society leases certain land and buildings, office 
equipment and vehicles.
Operating lease payments, where the leasors effectively 
retain substantially all the risks and benefits of ownership 
of the leased item, are recognised in the determination of 
the operating surplus in equal instalments over the lease 
term.

Finance leases, which transfer to the Society substantially 
all the risks and benefits incidental to ownership of the 
leased item, are capitalised at the inception of the lease at 
the fair value of the leased asset or, if lower, at the present 
value of the minmum lease payments. Finance charges are 
recognised as an expense in the statement of financial 
performance.

m) Revenue recognition
Revenue is recognised and measured at the fair value of 
the consideration received or receivable to the extent it 
is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the 
Society and the revenue can be reliably measured. The 
following specific criteria must also be met before revenue 
is recognised:

Sale of goods

Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised when there 
is persuasive evidence, usually in the form of an executed 
sales agreement at the time of delivery of the goods to the 
customer, indicating that there has been a transfer of risks 
and rewards to the customer, no further work or processing 
is required, the quantity and quality of the goods has 
been determined, the price is fixed and generally title has 
passed.

Performance of services

Revenue from the performance of services such as seminars, 
toolbox courses, workshops and speaking engagements is 
recognised on completion of the acitvity.
